On behalf of the Beckley VA Medical Center patients and staff, we would like to extend our appreciation to you for your donations this past year.  Whether you donated time, money, an activity, or just helped plan special events for our patients, we truly appreciate everything you do for our Veterans!

Over the past few months, many of you asked for our current wish list for the Medical Center.  I have included it as an attachment to this mailing.   I also included a list of critical volunteer positions we have open in the Medical Center.  If you have time, please consider helping, and if you don’t have time, please help us spread the word)!  I enclosed our Volunteer application if you have anyone interested.
We do have Veterans who are truly in need, so if you would like to continue to provide snacks, your donation to “any Veteran” would be appreciated (our Veterans who reside in the Community Living Center have medical issues which require special diets).  In the interest of patient safety, we ask that groups refrain from bringing in outside food to the Living Areas.  We do host a monthly special meal for our residents and out patients.  The menu is developed by our Extended Care Nursing Services, reviewed by our Food and Nutrition Service and catered by outside vendors.  If you interested in financially sponsoring a meal for our residents, Adult Day Health Care Veterans and our Veteran outpatients, please let us know.   

A large need in the facility is coupon books from our local Canteen Service.  Anyone can purchase these books from the Canteen Service located in the basement of the Medical Center.  We use these coupon books a variety of ways:

1. As prizes for our patients when we do recreational activities.  This encourages patients to participate in activities and allows them a little extra spending money to buy clothing and items.
2. Used to help Veterans obtain a hot meal after their medical appointments.  
3. Used by the social work team to help low income Veterans purchase needed daily items. 
Each year, we host a Christmas Stocking Program at the Medical Center.  Christmas stockings are a great way to show you are thinking of the veterans during the holidays.  Our Community Living Center is overwhelmed with these stockings each year, so your donation to “any veteran” will allow us to get these stockings to those veterans who truly need items.  Stockings are typically filled with hats, gloves, non-slip or diabetic socks, activity books, and small amounts of treats.
